Declaration of Interdependence


We hold these truths to be self-evident, that everything is created equal, that everything is endowed by its Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life and the co-existence of all other created things.

•	That no one person, community, race or nation is superior to any other person, community race or nation, and that all should attempt to live in harmony with each other.
•	That communities are interdependent with each other, and that sharing bounty, benefits and problems are the only way to create a harmonious planetary existence.
•	That all communities should aim to understand to how to learn from and contribute to all other communities.
•	That the role of the individual is to develop wisdom and understanding to cooperate with the communities around it.
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
